As a general rule:  Safety is of prime importance.  If it looks dangerous, don’t mess with it.  Broken glass is okay however.  Wear your vest and gloves.  There is no need to cross the ditches to get litter.  Please don’t pick-up dead animals, whole or in part.  Cigarette “butts” don’t have to be picked-up.  The bags do not need to be tied tightly.








May I suggest:  Take 3 bags per person with you.  Drive to a spot on your section and park.  Walk facing the traffic to the end of your section, cross the road, walk facing the traffic to the other end of your section.  Do this again if necessary to get back to your car.  You will have walked one mile.  When your bag is mostly full, drop it along your route.  It it starts to get “too” heavy, it is full enough.  The bags will be picked-up later and “gone through” to remove the recyclables.
